They will call 8 times a day requesting trips to Wal-Mart, the Mall, or banks.  Of course we have to limit them, but their frequent requests sure do test our patience.  But the other day we saw some fruit from our ministry that made all the service worthwhile.


A crew member from Nicaragua called me from the ship and asked if I could come and counsel his friend.  An hour later I was listening to Juan as he translated for his friend Reymundo.  Reymundo wanted to be baptized that afternoon.  “Why is he in such a hurry?” I asked.  “He prayed to receive Jesus two weeks ago and he wants to seal the deal!”  Juan explained. "Does he think baptism will save him?" I asked. “No, but every day he wakes up and the first thing he thinks about is getting baptized!”  “He wants to show Jesus that he is serious about this commitment to follow Him.”  Wow, I thought, it is so encouraging to find a guy who wants to obey Jesus as soon as possible.  So we went to the beach in Cape Canaveral and baptized Reymundo.  We gave him follow up material and have a Bible study planned for his return.

I share this story to encourage you.  Sometimes the fruit is very slow to ripen here at Port Canaveral.  Some times I think our efforts are wasted.  But we all need to remember that the Lord is working and we will reap a harvest if we don't give up.
